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Creation Hand-scape
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In this project, you will create a surrealist piece based on one
of the days of creation. (Note – the shown pieces did not

have the same criteria). 
Your piece will depict enlarged hand(s) as the hand(s) of 
God creating the world.

Surrealist artists such as Salvador Dali, Renee Magritte, and 

Max Ernst used the element of surprise and unexpected 

juxtapositions. You may want to research the work of some 

of these artist if you would like more information on 

surrealism or fantasy art. 
Materials:
Chosen medium

White drawing paper

Procedure:
1. In your sketchbook, draw hands in various positions. Pay special attention to the lines, form and proportion. Good resources of subjects to copy include anatomy books, or go to http://images.google.ca/images?hl=en&source=hp&q=hands&gbv=2&aq=f&oq 
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Make sketches of your own hands in various positions, as shown below.

3. Read Genesis 1 to review what was created on each of the days of creation. Decide which day you plan to depict. Spend some time in prayer before you begin, asking for guidance and wisdom as you express God’s actions.
4. Begin planning your piece in your sketchbook. You must portray God’s hand(s) as a prominent character in its environment, going through the action of creation. You may choose to focus on one particular aspect of a day, for example, birds or water creatures, rather than all events on that day.

5. Begin your final copy. You may want to complete it in pencil, or coloured pencil, or another medium of your choice.
