Fauve Landscape
The first of the major avant-garde movements in European 20th century art, Fauvism was characterized by paintings that used intensely vivid, non-naturalistic and exuberant colours. The Fauvists translated their feelings into color with a rough, almost clumsy style. Fauvists paintings were characterized by simplified lines, an attempt was made to make the subject of the painting easy to read. The perspectives were almost always exaggerated. Fauvist Painters emphasized freshness and spontaneity over finish. 

The thought behind fauvism can be best expressed through an excerpt of the conversation between Paul Gauguin and Paul Sérusier. 

"How do you see these trees? They are yellow. So, put in yellow; this shadow, rather blue, paint it with pure ultramarine; these red leaves? Put in vermilion." 
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The style was essentially expressionist, and generally featured landscapes in which forms were distorted. The Fauves first exhibited together in 1905 in Paris. They found their name when a critic pointed to a renaissance-like sculpture in the middle of the same gallery as the exhibition and exclaimed derisively 'Donatello au milieu des fauves!' ('Donatello among the wild beasts!'). The name caught on, and was gleefully accepted by the artists themselves.
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The movement was subjected to more mockery and abuse as it developed, but began to gain respect when major art buyers, such as Gertrude Stein, took an interest. The leading artists involved were Matisse, Rouault, Derain, Vlaminck, Braque and Dufy. Although short-lived (1905-8), Fauvism was extremely influential in the evolution of 20th century art.


In this assignment, you will create a landscape in the style of the Fauves. You can find more Fauve artwork by searching Google Images.
Materials
Acrylic paint (or tempera) 
Palettes
Brushes
Water containers


Procedure
1. Begin gathering ideas for a landscape painting by recording ideas in your sketchbook. Your subject can be real or imagined.
2. Begin your painting, ensuring that you are original and vivid in your colour choices. Consider the examples above, and try to include as much detail in your landscape as you can. You will also need to ensure that you include a foreground, middle ground,  and background
3. You may need to work on your painting in stages, allowing for drying time in between.
4. I will be looking for intense and visually interesting landscapes.
