Materials:
Large (11 x 17”) paper – you may consider watercolour paper, for a richly textured look (see below), or coloured paper, as above.

Art Pencils

Oil Pastels
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Procedure:
1. Choose your subject. Find a flower, leaf, or other object from nature. Observe it in close detail. Look for the lines, values, and organic shapes. Also notice God’s amazing creation, and the details he put into even the smallest elements.
a. You may choose to visit http://www.ubcbotanicalgarden.org/potd/ for the botany photo of the day. You may search the archives on the right for a large variety of pictures.
2. In your sketchbook, practice the basic lines of the object. You should have very little negative space – make sure your subject takes up most of the paper.  You don’t need to include the entire object in your work. Don’t worry about values at this point. When you are happy, transfer the drawing to your art paper, using graphite. Keep the lines light.
3. Start with the pastels when you are ready, making sure you blend the colours. You may want to see some of the tips & techniques below.
