Parable Comic
In this project, you will create a comic strip based on one of the Biblical parables of Christ.  
Choose from the list below:

The Sower – Matthew 13: 3-10

The Weeds in the Field – Matthew 13:24-31

King Accounts Servants – Matthew 18:23-35

Hired Labourers – Matthew 20:1-16

The Householder who Planted a Vineyard – Matthew 21:33-41
The Marriage of the Kings Son – Matthew 22:1-15

The Ten Virgins – Matthew 25:1-13

The Talents – Matthew 25:14-30

Good Samaritan – Luke 10:30-36

Prodigal Son – Luke 15:11-32

Unjust Steward – Luke 16:1-12

In creating your comic, you will need to follow the plot of the parable. You are allowed to expand on it to stretch out the story, should you require it, as long as your additions do not alter the meaning of the parable.

Your comic is required to have: a minimum of 8 panels (more if your chosen parable requires it to tell the story completely) of at least 4” tall, detailed coloured drawings and shading for each picture, and a title page.
