Watercolour Squares
In this project, you will use some of the watercolour techniques practiced in the previous assignment (note that some of the below projects had different criteria, but can still inspire your project).

Materials
Watercolour paper

Watercolour paints

Watercolour brushes

Procedure
1. Make a square near the centre of the paper approx. 4” x 4” or 4” x 5”, or a circle with the diameter of 4”. Outside of that square, measure 2”- 3” and then draw another one. Decide on your subject matter and draw it to fill your page. You may want to briefly do this step in your sketchbook first, to make sure that the boxes cover the picture in interesting places.

a. You may do more squares if you choose, such as in the 2 above left pictures.

2. Begin painting in the first box, making it look as realistic as possible, using original watercolors and a variety of watercolour techniques.

3. In the next box out, paint with neutrals/grays, or opposite colours, and use a different watercolour technique.

4. In the next box out, repeat the colours from the original box with different techniques, or use a different colour scheme. This box does not have to be realistic! 

*When submitting your artwork:

-write a short note stating what techniques were used in your boxes.

- if you are sending photos, please send some close-up pictures that show the detail of the techniques used.
