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Cubist Style Hands

Cubism was a 20th century avant-garde art movement, pioneered by Pablo Picasso and Georges Braque, that revolutionized European painting and sculpture, and inspired related movements in music and literature. In cubist artworks, objects are broken up, analyzed, and re-assembled in an abstracted form—instead of depicting objects from one viewpoint, the artist depicts the subject from a multitude of viewpoints to represent the subject in a greater context. Often the surfaces intersect at seemingly random angles, removing a coherent sense of depth. The background and object planes interpenetrate one another to create the shallow ambiguous space, one of cubism's distinct characteristics.

Some believe that the roots of cubism are to be found in the two distinct tendencies of Paul Cézanne's later work: firstly to break the painted surface into small multifaceted areas of paint, thereby emphasizing the plural viewpoint given by binocular vision, and secondly his interest in the simplification of natural forms into cylinders, spheres, and cones.

However, the cubists explored this concept further than Cézanne; they represented all the surfaces of depicted objects in a single picture plane, as if the objects had had all their faces visible at the same time. This new kind of depiction revolutionized the way in which objects could be visualized in painting and art. (* Definition from Wikipedia)

Procedure

1. Practice shading and values by completing the value sheet (attached) for three of your art pencils.
2. In your sketchbook, trace your hand 3 times with pencil with hands overlapping and the outlines of all hands showing. Recreate the best design on a piece of 9 x 12 white paper.
3. Draw 3-5 lines with a ruler from one edge across to the another side, dividing the largest spaces into smaller spaces. These lines will also go through the hand tracings.
4. Study the colour chart attached, and the website http://www.colormatters.com/colortheory.html . Use them to pick 3-4 colours. You may consider making your choice based on primary, secondary, tertiary, complementary etc. colours.
