Variety in Art
Variety refers to the differences in the work. You can achieve variety by using difference shapes, textures, colors and values in your work. Repeating a similar shape but changing the size can give variety and unity at the same time. Keeping the same size, but changing the color can also give variety and unity at the same time. In visual composition, there are many ways you can change something while simultaneously keeping it the same.
While variety often refers to differences within one work, you will practicing variety in technique, utilizing a pencil line only drawing, a pencil line with value drawing, a colour pencil line with value drawing, and a colour pencil or marker drawing with stippling.

Materials
Large art paper

Art pencils

Coloured pencils

Coloured markers (opt.)

Procedure
1. If you have not already done so with the Cubist hands project, complete the ‘Values Practice Activitiy’ (attached).

2. View the links available below, or at www.anchorart.blogspot.com . In your sketchbook, practice pencil shading and colour pencil techniques, such as hatching, cross-hatching, and stippling.
3. In your sketchbook, draw sketches of a variety of subjects you may wish to reproduce. They can be portraits, still life, landscapes, surrealism etc. Decide which one to use for this project.

4. Divide a large sheet of art paper into 4 square. Each square will be for a reproduction of your chosen sketch, done in 4 different ways:

a. A pencil line drawing. This is a simple drawing highlighting the form and outline your subject. No value (shading) should be done.

b. Pencil line drawing with shading. Repeat the first picture, now you need to add shading into your picture.
c. Colour pencil line drawing with shading. This is the same as the last picture, now done in colour.

d. Colour pencil or marker done by stippling. Make sure you practice stippling before you begin. Remember, you should have NO LINES drawn on your picture.

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Values Practice Activity

Value:  an element of art that deals with darkness or lightness.  Value depends on how much light a surface reflects or if there are shadows that overlay the object.  

I would like you to create the largest range of values you possibly can in the set of squares below.  Each box should be a different value going from darkest to lightest.  Do this for each type of pencil:  2B, 4B and 6B.  

Your darkest value should be the leftmost box.  Your lightest value (the color of the paper) should be the rightmost box.
