The Elements and Principles of Art Book

1. Read the definitions of the elements and principles of art. They can be found on the left of the blog, under ‘Elements and Principles’. Explore some of the included websites to help you better understand them.
2. Create a booklet which describes and demonstrates the elements and principles of art.

a. Put together your book as described on the next page, using letter (8 ½ x 11) sized paper. If you choose, your covers may be coloured cardstock, or another material of your choice.
b. You may change the wording of the definition if you choose, to make it easier for you to understand (as long as it is clear, the meaning is not altered)

c. Find examples of each element and principle from magazines, the internet, or create your own examples. The Anchor Art blog contains links to various museums and art galleries to assist you in finding examples.

3. You should also the marking rubric for this assignment on the following sheets.
The Elements and Principles of Art Book
Step 1

Your book should be composed of 8 sheets of paper. The fold is made by measuring ½ inch from the edge and scoring, then folding.




Step 2

Punch 3 holes in the binder crease of the book in order to string yarn through.





Step 3

You can get creative about how you attach the yarn.



Step 4

Neatly, using rulers, crayons, markers, etc. (your choice), use mixed media to decorate your front cover. Write the name of the booklet on the front and your own name. You may wish to do this step before the others.


Step 5
Using given definitions and your own research, illustrate and write your book. There should be an example and definition on each page in the following order as illustrated. 

· You may use cut out pieces of magazines or print from the internet to illustrate the elements, or create an example of your own. Do not use examples from the internet links on your definitions page.
