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Clues to a Life
You should have already viewed the powerpoint presentation link from the blog for this term (if you haven’t already, please do so to help you with this assignment).
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In this assignment you will create a portrait, focussing on composition, pose, background, and possibly placement. You will use these elements to provide the viewer with clues to the life of the person in the portrait. The person you choose to portray will be central to the portrait, but focus on using composition, pose, background, and possibly placement to let the viewer know more about the person – what is his/her occupation? Hobbies? Loves? What kind of personality does he/she have – fun loving, serious, emotional, playful, deep thinker, etc? What can you tell us about this person, and how?
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Choose your materials, and decide on the composition for your piece. Choose the pose and point-of-view of your subject. Decide what items you plan to use.
In your artist’s statement, describe the subject of the portrait.  Explain the clues you used as hints for your audience.
