3-D Painting
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In this project, you will choose a famous painting to replicate in 3-D form. You will need to reproduce the painting, but have some elements of it that stand out from the rest of the painting.
Begin by choosing a picture to reproduce. You may want to use the online galleries featured on the blog to assist you in finding a work you admire, and which you believe you can reinterpret. You will not need to be exact in your reproduction, but you should be able to make it recognizable as a reinterpretation. Find a few examples at http://www.zhibit.org/vschwarz/student-art-displays/paper-mache-relief-famous-paintings 
You will need either a cardboard base or wooden base. Start by covering it in a thin layer of papier-mache, and allow it to dry. This will make the board easier to paint later (you should read ‘Getting Started with Papier Mache’ and ‘Paper Mache Tips’, found with the posted assignments). You will be make a bas relief type of work.

Build up the areas you want to raise with either cardboard or newspaper. For newspaper, form it into the shape you need, tape together with masking tape, then tape to the board. Cover these areas with paper mache. You can further manipulate the shapes you need as you lay down your paper mache. Read ‘Getting Started with Papier Mache’ for more ways to create shape.
You will need to build up a few layers, making sure they dry fully in between. If you try to do one thick layer, you will likely end up with a sloppy mess that takes a long time to dry, and may collapse on you.
Paint your relief with acrylic paint, in colours to replicate the original.
