Masterpiece Reinterpreted
Once again you will be reinterpreting a masterpiece painting, but this time with the medium of photography.
Begin by finding a masterpiece you think you can replicate. You can look at the online galleries on the blog, or good “famous paintings”.

Set up a scene similar to the one you are reinterpreting. You may consider making small changes, such as the hands based on Michaelangelo’s work, as in the hands below; or you may want to make your piece an exact replicate, as in Vermeer’s piece “Girl with the Pearl Earring” below.

As you set up your scene, make sure you consider lighting, framing, and background. Photograph your scene. You may use photo editing software, but let me know when you submit your piece.
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
