Woven Photos
For this project, you will be taking two photos, and weaving them together to create a new piece.

Take 2 photos you would like to weave together. Consider two photos that merge well together. Some ideas may be:

· photos of 2 people (your mom and dad?). If you do this, consider the placement of the faces so that you can still see each individual. Notice that the faces below are not a perfect, one-over one-under weave, to preserve each individual image.

· 2 photos of the same image, but at a slightly different position

· 2 photos of one person, with different facial expressions, or a change to the pose

· 2 of different street scenes, but at a similar position (see below)

· 2 photos of the same scene, but in different seasons

Print the two photos in either black and white or colour, in 8x10 size, then slice one vertically and one horizontally (approx. 1”strips), and weave them together. One of the photos could be toned before slicing.
You may consider weaving your photos without doing a one-over-one-under pattern. As shown in the black and white picture below. Sometimes 2 or 3 squares are skipped. 
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
