You are making an electrical circuit.  Connecting wires to a battery, light, and switch.  If the circuit is broken at any point then the light will not turn on. Which order of connection will make this circuit complete and working?  

1. battery(+) - wire – switch -  wire - light bulb – wire – battery(-) 
2. battery(+) - wire – switch - light bulb – wire – battery(-) 

Note:  The battery is the same battery only different poles (+) and (-) are being connected to. Drawing the circuit may help you answer this question.
