English First Peoples 12 / 20" Century World History 12 Combined- ENFP 12

This course explores Indigenous literature and cultural perspectives, highlighting the power of
story as a way of understanding identity, community, and place. Students will engage with
diverse voices (local to global) while developing skills in analysis, communication, and respectful
engagement with Indigenous worldviews. Grounded in a Christian perspective, the course
encourages students to approach learning with humility and compassion, reflecting on how faith
calls us to pursue truth, justice, and reconciliation. Weekly meetings via Microsoft Teams offer
space for live discussion and collaboration. Students living in the North Okanagan may attend in
person, pending teacher approval and available space.

Genocide Studies 12 shines a light on some of
the darkest atrocities in human history, telling
stories that are very hard to hear. But every
generation must look, see and testify, “These
things happened, and these things were wrong,
and we must ensure that these things never
happen again.” The goal of this course is not
that students become cynical, jaded, or
desensitized to the monstrous things that one
person can do to another; instead, the hope is
that students will be aware, informed, and
become a part of a new generation that will say,
“Never again,” and then actually make it come
true.

Major topics include: the Holocaust, Cambodia
and the Khmer Rouge, Rwanda, Indigenous
Canadians, 21% Century Genocides.

Anchor Academy has decided to split the

required CLC course into two 2-credit courses.

CLCA will consist of
journals/reflections of student values, post-
secondary planning, and job skills along with
establishing connections in self-chosen career-
life areas.

Doctrines of the Bible 10 - YPHR10B

The Bible exhorts us as believers to “be ready
always to give an answer to every man that
asks you a reason of the hope that is in you.”

'why', with a focus on the major doctrines of
the Bible, God, Christ, the Holy Spirit, man,
salvation, the church, angels, and end times.

Students will compare how other religions or
thought groups view these topics with how the
Bible approaches these topics. The Bible will
be used for students to come to a personal
understanding about how to view and live in
the world around us as God’s followers.

This will all
be put into action during a short-term (7-10
day) mission trip to Mexico. Students will also
develop an understanding of religious diversity
and how they can effectively live their
expression of faith in a culture other than their
own.

New Testament Church History 11 -
YSSCI11A

Finally, students are brought to the present day
by studying different church movements and
emphases that have been prevalent.

Independent Directed Studies Courses

Dual Credit College Courses

Anchor Academy has partnership agreements with Northern Lights College, Okanagan College, and College of
New Caledonia for our Grade 11 and 12 students to take certain in-person and online (synchronous and
asynchronous) college courses through these post-secondary schools.

**Important note: for each post-secondary course/program taken, students will receive both first year post-
secondary credit as well as high school elective course credits. The number of credits received depends on the
program/course. Many college courses/programs require students to complete specific high school pre-requisite
courses before they can be accepted into them.

Norther Lights College (NLC)

Courses through NLC are only available to students living within driving distance of their campuses (Chetwynd,
Dawson Creek, Fort Nelson, Fort St. John, Tumbler Ridge). Program options vary year to year, but possible
opportunities include:

Academic and Vocational Programs (Full-time only): Applied Business Technology Certificate, Business
Management Certificate, Early Childhood Education and Care Diploma, Education Assistant Certificate, Health Care
Assistant Certificate

Trade Foundations Programs: Aircraft Maintenance Technician, Automotive Service Technician, Carpentry,
Electrician, Esthetician, Hairstylist, Heavy Mechanical Trades, Millwright, Power-Engineering (4th class),
Professional Cook 1, Welding.

Trades Sampler Program: This is an in-person sampler program for grade 10-12 students, where they can
experience 3-4 different trades throughout the duration of the program. This is not dual credit, but students can
receive high school elective course credits upon completion of this program. Availability of this program varies year
to year on campus locations.

College of New Caledonia (CNC)
